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1.3 ASSESSMENT OF POTENTIAL IMPACT 

1.3.1 Receptor 1a – Brilliant Road, rural residential driveway access  

Brilliant Road is an unsealed road that has low frequency use.  Receptor 1a is a rural residential 
driveway located towards the southern end of Brilliant Road.  Receptor 1 is located approximately 
0.8 km from the proposal area and has panoramic views of open pastures in the foreground with the 
Whicher Scarp in the background (Plate 1).  The Receptor 1a simulated existing and year 2011-2012 
views of the proposal are are illustrated in Plate 2 and Plate 3.  The western extent of the proposed 
northern noise bund will be visually screened by remnant vegetation.  The eastern extent of this noise 
bund will be exposed but will not exceed the height of the Whicher Scarp ridgeline.  The potential 
sensitivity for Receptor 1a is considered ‘moderate’.

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1.3.2 Receptor 1b – Brilliant Road, rural residential dwelling 

A rural residential dwelling is located at Receptor 1b.  Access constraints prevented a site assessment 
of this visual receptor.  From a distance, the slightly raised topography and remnant vegetation located 
immediately south of the dwelling may potentially screen views of the northern noise bund of the 
proposal area (Plate 4).  Receptor 1b is located 0.5 km from the proposal area. 

Before and after simulated southern views from Receptor 1b towards the proposal area are shown in 
Plate 5 and Plate 6.  Receptor 1b is expected to have views of the eastern extent of the proposed 
northern noise bund.  The height of the noise bund is not expected to exceed the height of the Whicher 
Scarp ridgeline.  The potential sensitivity for Receptor 1b is considered ‘moderate’. 

A visual assessment at this receptor may be required prior to construction of the proposal to determine 
the appropriate management to minimise impacts to visual amenity.

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1.3.3 Receptor 2 – Brilliant Road, rural residential dwelling and driveway access 

This rural residential dwelling utilises a northerly aspect and contains no views of the Whicher Scarp 
or proposal area.  The south-easterly views from the dwelling towards the scarp are largely obscured 
by sheds, water tanks and driveway trees located immediately east of the dwelling (Plate 7).  Along 
parts of the driveway to this residence, the scarp is visible (Plate 8).  However, simulated 2011-2012 
south-easterly views towards the proposal area are likely to be obscured by remnant vegetation on the 
scarp (Plate 9 and Plate 10).  The potential sensitivity for Receptor 2 is considered ‘low’.

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1.3.4 Receptor 3 - Lowrie Road, views from roadside 

Lowrie Road is a sealed road that has low to moderate frequency use for access to surrounding 
farmlands and mineral sands mining operations.  Depending on the direction of travel and the density 
of foreground screening of roadside vegetation, Lowrie Road contains intermittent panoramic views 
towards the proposal area, Whicher Scarp and Gwindinup mine (Plate 11 and Plate 12).  Before and 
after simulated views of the proposal area from Receptor 3 are illustrated in Plate 13and Plate 14.  The 
simulated view indicates that trees on the scarp will largely screen the proposal area, with some 
exposure of the eastern section of the northern noise bund.  The potential sensitivity for visual 
Receptor 4 is considered ‘low’.

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1.3.5 Receptor 4 – Boundary Road, views from roadside 

Boundary Road is a sealed road that has low to moderate frequency use for access to the surrounding  
farmlands and mineral sand mining operations.  Roadside vegetation is sporadic and often sparse and 
provides little screening of the scarp (Plate 15 and Plate 16), hence, Boundary Road contains large 
sections of unobscured panoramic views towards the proposal area and Whicher Scarp.  Before and 
after simulated views of the proposal area from Receptor 3 are illustrated in Plate 17 and Plate 18 .  
The simulated views indicate that the proposal area will be largely screened by trees on the scarp.  The 
potential sensitivity for visual Receptor 4 is considered ‘low’.
